The light sequences through a range of colours which are unique to

[3]  Speeds.  
 

»  =  Fast ~ 5 - 6 seconds.     ›   =  Slow ~ 12 - 15 seconds.   

To select the Extra Warm or Cool colours push the button quickly 3 times.  
 

With the Colour switch in position 1 Warm colours are shown including red, orange, yellow and purple. 
 

With the Colour switch in position 2 Cool colours are shown including blue, green, soft yellow and lilac. 
 

Push the button quickly 3 times again to revert to the original colours. To avoid confusion the colours reset to Rainbow or
